President Trevin Fowler called the meeting to order by leading the Pledge Allegiance to the Flag.  Also present were Vice President Michele Bollinger and Council members Jon Granat, David Babcock, Todd Martin, Clerk Treasurer Carol Pomeroy, Attorney Patrick Lyp, Police Chief James Spanier, Fire Chief Lewie Craig, Building Commissioner Art Elwood, Public Works Director Brenda Brueckheimer, Director of Engineering and Development Matt Keiser, Park Superintendent Jim Miller.  

MINUTES

Fowler said I am advising the Council as well as the public that we are looking to approve the minutes for March 22nd and also there is a notation within the March 22nd minutes for a correction to the minutes from our 3/8 meeting so we are looking for both a motion to amend the minutes for 3/8/and a motion to approve the minutes for March 22nd which based on conversation can be done with a single motion, Bollinger said I make that motion and Granat made the second, vote 5-0.

POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT

Chief Spanier stated that State Park Little League had submitted their parade permit with insurance for April 29, 2011 at 4:45.  He noted everything was in order and that they do this every year without incident.  Granat made a motion to accept the parade application and Bollinger made the second, vote 5-0.

Spanier asked the Council for permission to hire part time help whenever needed for dispatchers and police officers.  He noted that this would save time rather than coming to the Council each time.  He said that he would stay within his budgeted amount.  After much discussion Council agreed for him to run it through his liaison.

Spanier requested permission to purchase 2 vehicles a 2011 Ford Escape Hybrid from Lakeshore Ford and a 2011 Dodge Charger from Thomas Dodge.  Spanier said that he would like to also purchase a camera based License Plate Recognition (LPR) package.  This system constantly runs plates looking for stolen cars and wanted subjects and would alert officers with a picture and direction the vehicle is traveling.  He said that this system can run 100 plates per minute.  The price of the 2011 Ford Escape is $27,734.00 plus $4,200 for equipment and $14,775 for LPR  package and the price for the 2011 Dodge Charger is $22,782 and the cost of the equipment was encumbered.  Granat made a motion to purchase the 2011 Ford Escape for $31,934.00 and the 2011 Dodge Charger for $22,782 and the LPR package for $14,775.00 from CCD and Bollinger made the second, vote 5-0.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT

Chief Craig said that the he has the remodeled dive truck outside if anyone would like to go through it.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT

Brueckheimer reported that the Waverly Road culvert replacement went well with the help of other town departments to maintain access to Porter Beach.  She thanked all departments and residents for their help and patience.  
DIRECTOR OF ENGINEERING AND DEVELOPMENT REPORT

Downtown Manhole Replacement Project:

Keiser stated that Grimmer Construction is done with the replacement of the downtown manholes and is starting restoration of the streets.  He expressed to the residents and business the town’s gratitude for the patience as the work is coming to an end.  The Town anticipates the restoration to be complete by next week and then we will be working on getting bids for the mainline reline during summer months.

PARK DEPARTMENT REPORT

Miller reminded residents of the annual Easter Egg Hunt will start 1:00 sharp at the Hawthorne Community Center for ages 1-9 on April 16th.  He noted that the Easter Bunny will be there and refreshments will be served.
BUILDING DEPARTMENT REPORT

Elwood presented 18 new contractors and Martin made a motion to accept the 18 new contractors and Granat made the second, vote 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS

Eagle Scout Project
Keiser  stated that 2 years ago the Town received a CMAQ grant that was 100% funded for 37 bike racks to be placed throughout the Town.

Tony Davern of Troop 998 offered to install these bike racks for the Town for his Eagle Scout project.  Pending final Scouting approval Davern and volunteers will have the bike racks installed this Spring, by consensus the Council approved.
