TOWN COUNCIL MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 22, 2009

President Michele Bollinger called the meeting to order by leading the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Also present were Council members Vice President Jon Granat, and Todd Martin, Clerk Treasurer Carol Pomeroy, Attorney Patrick Lyp, Police Chief James Spanier, Fire Chief Lewie Craig, Building Commissioner Arthur Elwood, Public Works Director Brenda Brueckheimer and Director of Engineers and Economic Development Director Matt Keiser.  Council members David Babcock and Micheal Genger were absent.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Granat made a motion to approve the minutes as written and Martin made the second.  Vote 3-0.

APPROVAL OF CLAIMS:  
Granat made a motion to approve claims in the amounts of $167,445.48 and $65,752.53 and Martin made the second.  Vote 3-0.

COMMENTS FROM THE FLOOR:

James Wagner of North River Drive complained about Able Disposal stating that they keep missing N. River Drive for trash pick-up.  The Council suggested that maybe Able could pick up N. River Drive when they pick up at Porter Beach with a smaller truck.
Gary Campaniello of Marquette Street asked the council to consider letting golf carts on public roads.  Of course, the golf carts would be driven by a licensed driver would have insurance coverage and would have lights, brakes and turn signals.  The Council will take under advisement after Attorney Lyp’s recommendation.  Spanier, Chief of Police stated that the Police Department did not offer an opinion for or against.
CLERK TREASURER REPORT

Pomeroy noted that the sewer department had write offs because of billed incorrectly, resident combined lots and wrong readings.  The accounts are for the following amounts $29.04 Jukonis, $22.00 Rearick, $30.80 Flannery, $30.80 West-Sherwood, $18.40 Mann, $123.28 Besch and $175.80 Paniaguas.
ATTORNEY REPORT

Lyp said that the Porter Plan Commission has scheduled a public hearing on October 21 for the Porter Beach Overlay Committee.  If the Plan Commission holds the matter over for more discussion in November then the Council would not receive until December.

POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT

Spanier stated that he has received calls asking when Trick or Treat would be.  The Council set Oct 31 between 5 and 7pm.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT

Craig stated that he needs an additional $520 from CEDIT for the 50/50 grant for the warranty on the radios and pagers that he purchased.  Martin made a motion to approve the $520 for the warranty on radios and pagers and Granat made the second.  Vote 3-0.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

Brueckheimer thanked Mike Sofiak from Fremont Supply for donating 24 lids to the Street Department.  She also reported that on September 18 was the Porter Beach clean-up day and they picked up 58 pounds of trash.  She also thanked the Porter Beach residents for helping keep the beach clean on a regular basis.

DIRECTOR OF ENGINEERS REPORT

Keiser reported that Waverly Road will be closed because R.V. Sutton Excavating will be laying stormwater pipes.

Keiser also asked approval for attending a conference on October 26 & 27.  He noted that he had asked the Redevelopment Commission earlier and they approved and also will pay for the hotel and conference fee.  The Council agreed by consensus.

Keiser also reported that the Federal Highway Committee pulled the paving project of Oak Hill Road and Waverly Road 3 days before letting.  He stated that they wanted more information on the road base because they think there are concrete slabs underneath.  If there is this could cause shifting and break up the new paving.  Keiser said that the Town would do a cross section of the roads.  We are on an October 21st letting as long as we complete the required cross sections and necessary changes to the special provisions.
