Lyp stated regarding Superior Portrait Studios contract with the Porter Volunteer Firemen that if firefighters went door to door with their representative that the Council would waive all fees concerning their permit.  Assistant

Chief Jay Craig said that there will be advertising and he didn’t feel it necessary for them to go door to door. Lyp 

asked what the split was for donations and Craig said that it is a 50/50 split up to $40 and any donation higher than that the fire department receives 100%.  Craig said that the fire department does not receive any part of the picture money.  Lyp noted that the fee would be $130 for 2 solicitors which includes a background check on the solicitors.   Craig noted that any fees that are charged to the photographer would come out of the fire departments profits.
