COMMENTS FROM THE FLOOR

Rich LaHayne of Wagner Road, said he worked on the Taste of Porter committee for 12 years and there were no problems and then the Park Board started dictating what they could or could not do.  He said he is in favor of the Council taking over the jurisdiction of the Park Board, the Council is the ultimate authority.
Judy Chemma of Fleming Road, stated that she had attended the Park Board meeting the night before and disagrees with LaHayne that the Park Board should be separate from the Town Council.  She said that the Park Board cannot be disbanded that there have been previous Council’s that have tried and this would be a wrong move of the Town Council to do this.  She also said that no Town Council members attended the Park Board meeting.  She said that she wants answers to stop all the rumors.
Chemma asked if the Council will have public meetings about this and will it be placed on the agenda.
Bollinger answered yes that there will be a public meeting and it will also be on the agenda.  Bollinger explained that the Council would like to commit but there will be no comments until they have spoken to Attorney Patrick Lyp who is on vacation.
