F.  Old Business and Matters Tabled

Application for subdivision approval made by Todd Martin and Royal Church for the property located at Oak Hill Road and Quail Ridge Drive in Porter (Hunter’s Glen Subdivision).

Mr. Stinson recused himself because he lives in an adjacent property to the property being petitioned.

Motion to reopen the public hearing was made by Mrs. Bollinger; second by Mr. Timm.

Motion failed 3 – 3.

Ms. Brueckheimer stated that the town engineer had just received information from the petitioner today.  Therefore they did not have time to review the information.  Mr. Bell asked the petitioner why there was a delay.  Matt Keiser answered that because there was a delay in getting the BP people out to the sight they were late preparing the report for Haas.  Mr. Mandon stated that he felt that the town engineer should have time to review the information before a decision is made.  Mr. Bell agreed with Mr. Mandon and said that he felt there was too much expense involved with our engineer.  Ms. Brueckheimer said that so far the town had incurred “several thousand dollars” in engineer fees.

Mr. Bell asked the petitioner if they had met with the Hunter’s Glenn Homeowner’s Association.  The petitioner’s lawyer answered, “no.”  

Mr. Babcock stated that he hopes that the petitioner had met all nine points of concern.  Mr. Mandon feels that TAC should be involved.  And, Mr. Lyp feels that the petitioner needs to meet with the town engineer.

Motion to table the petition was made by Ms. Brueckheimer; second by Mr. Babcock.  Motion passed via voice vote 5 – 1.


Final detailed plan approval for the property located at U.S. 20 and Babcock Road in

Porter – Attorney Chuck Lukman for Ramesh Savani.

Attorney Chuck Lukman gave a brief review of the site plan mentioned above.  Mr. Mandon gave an explanation of the traffic going in and out of the site.  He mentioned that TAC felt the concerns about the traffic had been met.  Also, there are needed improvements to be made to the pump station.

Mr. Lukman mentioned that verbally, INDOT does not have a problem with the entrance on and off of Route 20.  And, he also made it clear that water retention for the site would be on site.  

Mr. Eriksson feels that if we are concerned about “charging for extra meetings, etc.” as with the previous petition, we should also be concerned in the same way with this petition.

Mr. Timm feels this plan is a nice plan and that it is better than the first one presented.
